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Student Council 

Constitution
Adopted May, 2014
Amended October 2016
Article I (Name)

The name of this organization is the Student Council of George Ranch High School.

Article II (Purpose)

The purpose of the Student Council shall be to develop good citizenship in the student body, to provide purposeful direction for school activities, to assist in the management of student concerns, and to make the community grow and prosper. Student government is a service organization under the direction of the advisors and the Principal or their designee. 
Article III (Members)

1) The council will consist of members, chairmen, and officers. The class representatives will choose six (6) executive officers, elected President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Historian, and Parliamentarian from the council. Each grade level shall have fourteen (14) members from their grade as representatives. These representatives shall be voted on by their representative class. The freshman – senior class will have five (5) class officers elected President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Historian. The Class Officers will be elected by their respective class. Standing/Work-On committee is at Sponsor’s discretion.

2)  Members will complete an application to be considered to join the council. Officer candidates will have to complete an application to be submitted to the advisors. Committee chairmen will apply for position and is elected at the discretion of the advisor. Method of election will be as follows: All candidates for class representatives, class officers and executive officers must complete an application form consisting of various council related questions and may also include an interview with Student Council Advisors, teacher recommendations before the candidate’s name can appear on the ballot.
3) Any member may be removed from the council if he/she misses two (2) meetings within the six-week without presenting written and parent signed reasonable excuses. All reasonable excuses must be submitted to an officer or sponsor within the week of the missed meeting. All members will abide by all L.C.I.S.D. policies and the Student Code of Conduct as outlined in the George Ranch High School Student Handbook. Any member assigned to alternative school or emergency removal from campus will be permanently removed from the council. Students will have to accumulate points specified in a point system.  
4) Any officer or member failing to fulfill their responsibilities may be removed from office upon review by the sponsor and principal. Any officer that doesn’t fulfill their responsibilities can be immediately removed. Officers cannot be placed on probation.
Article IV (Officers and Representatives)

1) The elected executive officers shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Parliamentarian, and Historian/Reporter. Executive officers must have served successfully on the council the preceding year. 
2) The president, vice-president, and parliamentarian elect must be at least a junior the coming school year. President and vice-president, and parliamentarian must have held an office position before applying.   The historian, secretary, and treasurer must be at least a sophomore the coming school year.

3) All officers are subject to the same disciplinary and attendance requirements as the voting council body.
Article V (Duties)

1) The President shall preside at all Student Government meetings; preside at all Executive meetings: appoint committees; assume total responsibility for the carrying out of student government projects and activities. (Committee Chairperson-all committees. Exclusive responsibility on Outstanding Student Council State Report).
2) The Vice-President shall assist the president in all areas of council operation; preside in the President’s absence. (Committee Chair—Committee to be assigned. Exclusive responsibility of Committee State Report).
3) The Secretary shall record attendance from officer attendance sheets; handle council correspondence. (Committee Chair—Committee to be assigned. Exclusive responsibility of Committee State Report).
4) The Treasurer shall oversee all income and expenditures from government activities; be involved in every step of a project to determine how much money can be expanded; see that all receipts are kept on expenditures; prepare possible fundraising projects to be voted on by the council. (Committee Chair—Committee to be assigned. Exclusive responsibility of Committee State Report).
5)  The Parliamentarian shall be the authority on parliamentary procedures for the government; arrange an orientation on the procedure for all government members record attendance and maintain an effective point documentation system. (Committee Chair— Committee to be assigned. Exclusive responsibility of Committee State Report).
6) The Historian/Reporter shall handle publicity of all government activities and distribution of this information to the media. (Committee Chair –Committee to be assigned. Exclusive responsibility of Scrapbook/ Committee State Report).
Article VI (Meeting)

1) The Student Government shall meet at least once every two weeks.

2) Special meetings can be called by the President, Advisor, Principal, or by the written request from two-thirds of the government representatives. The purpose of the meeting shall be started in the call. At least one day’s notice is required.

3) All legally elected representatives, class officers, and government and government officers may vote.

4) At least two-thirds of the government must be present for voting to occur.

5) To have a vote, all dues must be paid and be of substantial attendance. 

  Article VII (Executive Committee) 

1) The government officers are the voting members of the Executive Committee. The appointed officers are non-voting members of the committee as are the advisors.
2) The Executive Committee shall meet prior to the scheduled government meeting and plan an agenda.

3) Special meetings of the committee may be called by the President, Advisor, or Principal.

Article VIII (Parliamentary Authority)
The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised, shall govern the Student Government in all cases which they are applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent with the by-laws.





Article IX (Amendments)

This constitution can be amended with 2/3 approval of the Council and final approval of the Principal. The amendment must be in writing and distributed to all members 2 weeks before voting on the amendment.   
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
